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Where’s my Financial Aid?

The Financial Aid process consists of several steps. Submitting the FAFSA (Free
Application for Federal Student Aid) is the first step in applying for Financial Aid. Fall
semester began August 31st. If you submitted a FAFSA and have not yet received a
Financial Aid notice, you should check the following:

e Did you file your FAFSA for the correct aid year--2009-10?

¢ Did you list MJC’s federal school code 001240 on your FAFSA application?

e Have you activated your MJC Student Email Account and checked for any important
messages from Financial Aid?

¢ Does your email spam filter block email messages from mjc.edu or yosemite.edu?

e Have you set-up and accessed your Financial Aid EDS account?

¢ Did you turn in all requested information to the Financial Aid Office?

e If your FAFSA was "rejected", did you make corrections online on the FAFSA
website?

e Did you receive a notice about your "Satisfactory Academic Progress"? If you are on
probation, you must attend a Probation Workshop.

Although you may have not completed (or even started) the Financial Aid process, you
still have time to submit a FAFSA (www.fafsa.ed.gov) and complete the process during
fall semester. Awards are made for the entire year-fall and spring, even summer if you
don’t attend full-time (12 units) both semesters. Don't delay, file today! If you have
questions, call the Financial Aid Office at 575-7700.
