Review of Minutes
Michael Akard moved to approve the minutes of October 3, 2005 and Curtis Martin seconded.  Minutes unanimously approved by aye vote.
Review of Agenda

In the absence of Jim Johnson, his agenda items were moved to the next agenda.

Information Items:

Nursing Program – The Hospital Consortium agreed to increase funding to over $300,000 which moves MJC into the neighborhood of $700,000 to increase faculty funding. 

The IPEDS Data Feedback Report 2005 for Modesto Junior College was distributed.   The feedback report is intended to provide a context for institutions to examine data submitted to the Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS).   The figures provided in this report were developed to provide selected indicators and data elements for the institution.  The data compares Modesto Juniors College to group median data.  MJC compared very favorably in comparison with the median group.
Human Subjects Research – Informed Consent Draft – 1st Reading
Dr. Kathleen Silva, College Researcher, reported that she shared the draft statement with the Instructional Administrators Council (IAC) where members seemed generally pleased with the idea and were ready to move forward in some direction with it.  Dr. Silva added that it is a simple, clean statement informing people of how they are protected.

Jillian Daly moved to approve the draft statement of informed consent.  Michael Akard seconded.
Motion passed with unanimous aye vote.

Derek Waring will forward the statement to Admissions to be combined with the FERPA information for catalog inclusion.

Dr. Scroggins requested that this information be advanced to the appropriate constituent groups.

Fee Waiver for High Schools – 2nd Reading
It was reported that YFA and Senate have given this agenda item a no vote.  There was a concern that by waiving fees, it would just mimic what happens in high school.  Also, there is still resentment from some of the problems encountered from the high school “groups” on campus last year.  It was noted that there have been only a few problems from “individual” high school students who attend MJC.  
Jillian Daly requested that the mirrors that were damaged last year in the restrooms be replaced to show good faith to faculty.
Will McCombs will put together a survey and felt this item should be given serious consideration because there are not that many students involved and it is for their betterment.

Dr. Scroggins will work with Susie Agostini and Kathleen Silva to determine the number of students, programs enrolled in, and number of units carried.  A written report will be provided to College Council to facilitate the decision making process.
Vision Statement
Becky Plaza reported that the committee has not had a chance to meet as a group to discuss a vision statement but members have been communicating by email and will meet next week.  She distributed a handout of visionary motto brainstorming short phrases polled via email that could possibly be used for marketing.
Sam Pierstorff suggested a contest to decide on a vision statement.  Members also felt that other schools should be explored for mottos.

Becky requested that members send her comments before October 25 when the committee meets.  Dr. Scroggins said that we want to project the image that MJC is the place to come, that we are a change institution, and that MJC will change your life.

Shuttle Bus East-West
Dr. Scroggins distributed a marketing flyer that will be placed on the inside, front cover of the spring schedule.  Prime Shine has agreed to buy a bus for the college, provide 500 car wash passes for those who ride the shuttle 20 times, and pay for the wrapping on the bus.  
Curtis Martin suggested that a handicapped accessible logo be placed on the bus.  The shuttle will run from 7 a.m. until 4 p.m. at an approximate daily cost of $217.50.  It is proposed to sell $10 parking permits for those parking in a special lot on West Campus and riding the shuttle.

Dr. Stroud thanked Dr. Scroggins for his extensive work on a shuttle bus to make it happen.  Council members echoed Dr. Stroud’s sentiment.  

AB 982
Dr. Scroggins informed members that this bill would no longer require districts to waive the health fee for lower income students.  It was discussed at the district to assess this fee to use the funds for increased health service to the college.  This would not begin until next fall at the earliest, if approved.  Dr. Scroggins requested that Council members be prepared to discuss this issue.  The bill was signed by the governor on September 22 and discussed at District Council in October. 
Faculty Prioritization – Nurse – Health Services
Curtis Martin said that he was told that one of the justifications for this position was, that it is mandated.  Dr. Scroggins clarified, that the mandate is, that a college must continue the level of service prior to the assessment of the health fee.  He added that an additional nurse is needed in Health Services for consistency of coverage to meet the mandate to maintain the same level of service prior to fee assessment.
Auditorium Tree Replacement
Dr. Scroggins distributed a blueprint of the area around the Auditorium that indicates tree removal and pruning work that will be done to the trees.  This blueprint is also on the web.  Replacement trees are hybrid autumn maples which have a medium growth rate.  Twenty trees are slated to be removed due to disease/decline or utility work.  There will be thirty-six trees replanted.
Planning for Measure E Discussions
It is anticipated that the Kitchell Management Firm will present its project master plan draft shortly.  Representatives from Kitchell and the Director of Facilities Planning will be attending three College Council meetings to discuss Measure E.  In order to facilitate schedules, it was agreed to add an additional College Council meeting on November 14 at 3:00 p.m. for the sole purpose of possible extended discussion on Measure E.  A meeting with all project directors and the Kitchell Management Firm will take place at the conclusion of this week.
Modesto Redevelopment Plan – Draft 2

Dr. Scroggins distributed the Administrative Draft 2 of the City of Modesto Redevelopment Master Plan that addresses creating efficient traffic circulation and linkages.  The city is aware of the transportation problem on 9th and Blue Gum Avenues and is proposing a bike path with an at-grade crossing at the railroad or pedestrian overpass to provide a bicycle crossing.  North 9th Street was recommended for streetscape improvements for more efficient use of its right-of-way to accommodate bicycle and pedestrian circulation.  The intersection of Woodland Avenue and Graphics Drive will be signalized and is projected to be widened to four lanes.
The Briggsmore overpass received the lowest possible rating for vehicular circulation.  The Ag Science Center is mentioned in the plan and also a section on MJC collaboration with businesses.  The city is proposing the creation of a parking district to assist the funding of new parking facilities and a parking study to explore possible reductions in parking ratios. A parking structure at the corner of Tully and 9th with a destination hotel is also being discussed.
