At the time, MJC did not have a procedure and now there is a procedure in place.  The request automatically comes to College Council for recommendation.  College Council has visited this agenda item with community members a number of times in previous College Council meetings.

COLLEGE ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES/FACILITIES

5.  2010-11 Shortfall to Revenue

The chancellor gave both colleges and Central Services a mandate to come up with a percentage of the shortfall.  MJC’s share is $7 million.  A draft was taken to the Planning & Budget Committee at last week’s meeting.  Members of the Planning & Budget Committee requested a budget forum that will take place October 15 at 2:30 p.m. in Science 213.  
Dr. Rose led members through a budget reduction sheet that will be sent out after the forum to the college community.  The list of reductions identified is as follows and totals $5,774,614.
· The ARRA Federal Backfill (one time only 09-10) has to be spent and can augment Fund 11

· CalWORKS cuts will have a big impact on students, i.e., child care, vouchers, work study

· The Del Lease will move to Measure E funding

·  Unfilled positions in a number of areas

· Reduction of sections

· Eliminate paper publications in a number of areas

· Reduction of services, travel, office supplies, advertising, contract/student employees, equipment, office supplies, and postage in some areas

Dr. Walters Dunlap and the deans convened and created a list of budget recommendations for the chancellor which Dr. Rose will bring to the chancellor on Wednesday.  
Dr. Walters Dunlap wants to expand the summer scheduling task force to fall and spring.
6.  Measure E Groundbreaking
All groundbreakings are completed except the Science Community Center and the Student Services building.
CONSTITUENT REPORTS
Academic Senate

Mike Adams reported that the Academic Senate meeting was not really a major meeting.  Bylaws were worked on and the Institutional Effectiveness report was presented.  Faculty presentations for the election will be heard at the next meeting.

YFA

Jillian Daly reported that YFA is in the beginning of elections.  A series of co exec meetings between YFA, CSEA and LTAC have been held to create a statement of guiding principles for benefits.  There are two scheduled interest based bargaining meetings coming up with all bargaining units together.  A survey will be going out regarding what faculty thinks is the best option for benefits.

IAC

Maurice McKinnon reported that IAC had some discussion on the traffic changes presented at the last College Council meeting.  The deans felt some of the changes might create more of a hazard than a solution.  The deans felt there is more traffic than we think at the Coldwell and College Avenue intersection.  IAC questioned if the traffic flow has been researched. The head of security will be discussing the options with IAC and Maurice will report back to College Council.    
One of the deans had an issue with a student with H1N1 being in class and the instructor basically wanted to know what to do.  Bob Nadell responded that at this point, legal opinion is being requested and teachers are asked to send ill students home and not penalize them for absenteeism.  
Student Services

Bob Nadell informed members that the Student Equity Plan will be on the next agenda for a briefing.  A committee has been working on revising the plan and it is now ready and will be distributed to College Council prior to the next meeting.

ASMJC

Yashlee Nazi reported that a meeting took place with a senator from the state organization.  This weekend ASMJC and other student leaders will attend the CCCSA conference in Sacramento.  The students sponsored Jon Lightfoot, a great motivational speaker.  Students will participate in a candlelight vigil November 6-8 for affordability and access for community college students.  The student government for UCs and CSUs have been making an effort to collaborate with community colleges.  ASMJC is sponsoring a Halloween carnival and inviting families.  Mecha is having a celebration featuring carne asada.  There will be several election events and students are really being encouraged to vote.  A barbeque will be held on election day.  A Black and Brown Summit will be held November 6 & 7 for reentry of non violent felons into society.
