 Lorenaõs presentation 

focused around three points that 

have guided her.  The first point 

is having a Positive Attitude.  

Lorena explained to students the 

need to say and believe that they 

can do it.  The second point is to 

have Self-Efficacy.  Self-Efficacy 

allows you to tackle problems 

with confidence, set long term 

goals, and see difficult tasks as

 Riverbank Mayor, Virginia Madueno, took 

time out of her hectic schedule to meet with CARE 

students to conclude the Fall 2011 Positive People 

Speaker series for CARE.  

 Virginia was quick to point out that she 

had many more titles than mayor.  òI am a mother, 

wife, daughter, sister, friend, and a business owner.  

There are lots of titles that make up who I amó, 

said Virginia.   

 Virginia spoke of her upbringing and two 

near death experiences.   Her biggest message to 

the students is how things have changed. 

 òThe roles of women have changed, and 

changed for the better, and there is so much more 

out there now if we are willing to go for itó, said 

Virginia.   

 Virginia shared with the group what a 

positive role model her mother is to her.  She 

shared with the group that her mother did not 

drive but when Virginia was hospitalized during her 

childõs birth,  her mom spent 4 months by her side 

everyday.  Virginia told the students that her 

mother always wanted her to understand the value 

of hard work.  

 Virginia also shared how challenging it 

was and the ups and downs of owning her own 

business.  She developed her business plan while on 

bed rest during her pregnancy.  òI wanted to be my 

own boss and own my own business and I wanted 

to do it on my termsó, said Virginia.  

 òShe was so open and honest with us and 

very inspiring.  I loved every minute of it!  I may 

even go watch one of her council meetings,ó said a 

CARE student.  

 òI want you all to know that there is so 

much you can do and so much you can become.  

You are all strong womenó, said Virginia.
